> Notify your nurse if you don't feel well after taking a new
   drug for the first time
> Notify your nurse if a dose is missed
> Ask for help immediately if you think you are having an
   allergic reaction
> Read the contents of all bags of IV drugs and ask how 
   long it should take for the fluid to run in.

* Since an accurate medication history is the starting point for this process,
it is important that you (or a family member) keep this form up to date.

* It is also important to carry this with you at all times in case of emergencies.

Reconciliation of Medications In Hospitals

* Hospitals will soon start reconciling medications upon admission, during
transfers between levels of care, and upon discharge in order to reduce the 
incidence of drug-related problems that can occur during these times.

* Be sure to include the reason or condition that you are taking each item.

<All herbal preparations
<Vitamins and dietary supplements

* Many medications including herbals, can interact to cause ADE's.

* Patients at risk of developing drug-related problems include the following:
